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Icons and what they do, listed from Left to Right:


Start Capture, Stop Capture, Clear, Save, Select View (may be used more in the future), Option, Filter Type, Filter Field (192.168), Profile to use (main feature), help
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The Profiles option allows you to display only what you want.  You can go into the the profiles directory and create more profiles if you want.  The profiles list is read in at startup, but if you modify a profile while in the program it will be recognized the next time you change to that profile.
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Settings Option – Display filter, can be seen above.





This allows you to add filters to what is viewable in the main window.  Unlike the filter on the main page this one allows you to add multiple ones, but is only applicable to IP addresses where the other one will let you do multiple objects.
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The other main window you'll use, choosing which plugins you want to load.  Here you can see the plugin name, its function, the filter it uses before it sends it onto the .dll, and what the .dll is supposed to do.





Starting the program after you've made all the above changes will give you a window like the above one.  You can choose to pull from a current network device.  A capture file from your network or some other network, or a raw device if you know the name.





If you do a live capture off a current network device you can have it do a packet capture on everything it sees or a debug capture.  I recommend leaving the debug capture turned on in case it ever chokes.  If it chokes you can then send me that chunk of the packet capture it died on and I can attempt to fix it. 





I would not recommend using the 'do capture on live connection' for extended periods of time since I don't check for HD space, i just keep writing until you either stop the program or you run out of HD space.  You've been warned!





Short instructions, but it isn't too hard of a program to run.
